Notes of the Last Meeting held on the 4th Sept 2007 07-171
Public Forum, alter draft minutes to read –There are 36 POs set to close in Lincs and if SW closes the service provided will reduce from 53 hrs a week to 13 hrs via a Hosted ( ie. set up in a vh/pub) or Partner Service via a retained PO / or shop with the service available during normal shop opening hours.  The notes were then approved by the Council and signed by the Vice Chair in acceptance as minutes. 
Clerk’s & Councillor’s reports on matters outstanding 07-172
07-137 police matters, parking outside SW Primary, Water Lane- clerk awaiting date for LCC rep. to attend school to view parking. Clerk requested to write to Chair of Governors and PTA to ask if Cllrs White, Hodgkin and Robinson can come along to their meetings to discus the problem. 
07-90 Church (PC) notice board/ VH notice board, clerk has a quote and Cllr Ashton has a further quote with one to follow, when rec’d to meet with clerk/ Mrs Metcalfe to finalise, SWPCC kindly offered to contribute towards the board. Vh notice board on hold at present.
07-126 Blackthorn hedge, Tollemache Fields, after much PC discussion, decided this is a private matter between the residents and not a PC matter as the hedge was not part of the road adoption, clerk advised by LCC 1st Oct 2007 and informed PC at Oct meeting also, Cllr Smith to speak to residents.  
07-126 Stile/ footpath rear of Blue Cow Inn, LCC advised footpath no. 1 & 15 as priority 2 status, to be resolved by 13th April 2008.Footpath rear of Blue Cow to have way sign and stile put in place. Two stiles rear of Tanyard house to be reinstated and steps by Thistleton Lane bridge( trip hazard) will be cleared of vegetation. Clerk has requested local map of Public footpaths and notification of when the work is complete.  
South Witham Post Office closure 07-173

Planning Matters 07-180
a)New planning applications received by SKDC for Parish Council comment ;
i)Conroy Construction Ltd, erection of 6 dwellings land r/o 8 Thistleton Lane- report presented by Cllr Wilkins, after PC discussion objections regarding revised applic as follows, fails on point 1, contrary to Central Gov Planning Policy advice regarding SW lacking in essential facs to meet everyday needs and is considered to be a village that cannot sustain further housing devs without the need for future residents to be dependent on the motor car to access such facilities. It has only marginally improved on point 2 and in doing so has exacerbated the parking problem and this will prevent a proper turning circle being available that will inhibit the access for service and emergency vehicles. The PC would like to see a reduction from 6 to 4 dwellings in order that parking and access is properly catered for. 
ii) OK Diner Ltd, advance sign for OK services- no objections from the PC.

iii) Melton Borough Council Affordable Housing draft supplementary planning doc, Cllr Wilkins briefed PC, clerk to complete questionnaire as per PC instructions.
