Police Matters 07-137

Visit by Cat Wright, Lincs Police, discussion took place regarding parking problems outside the school on Water Lane and vehicles on the rec field. Parking – clerk to write to Headmaster to remind staff and parents of parking available at VH, PCSO Wright to liaise with school re. road safety/ bikewise schemes and to do spot checks on parking outside school. Vehicles on rec – Cllr Robinson in receipt of ltr from Chief Constable Lincs Police regarding the motorbike incident, ltr on file with the clerk. Cllr Robinson to reply thanking him for ltr. PCSO Wright suggested PC put signs up to ban vehicles from rec, PC to discuss further along with barriers to prevent access.
